Holocaust Picture Timeline Project


The Holocaust was the deliberate persecution and murder of approximately six million Jews by the Nazis during World War II. "Holocaust" is a word of Greek origin meaning "sacrifice by fire." The Nazis, who came to power in Germany in January 1933, believed that Germans were "racially superior" and that the Jews, deemed "inferior," were an alien threat to the so-called German racial community.


The Holocaust was not an event that just happened over a few days, weeks, months, or even years.  It is important to remember that the Holocaust was a series of events that lasted for over a decade. To illustrate the importance, you will create a picture timeline illustrating some of the important events.
Directions:

1. Research important events about the Holocaust and create a picture timeline. Each picture/event needs a caption- two or more sentences that describes the event. 
2. Fold paper into 6 even squares. Each event should be illustrated in chronological order. Each event must include a caption. Pictures must be colored. (90 pts)
3. Use the back of the sheet of paper to take notes on each event.  (10 pts)
